Disability Assessment in Greece
Institutional mechanism, power relations, and lived experience

Abstract

This postdoctoral research project, entitled “Disability Assessment in Greece: Institutional
Mechanism, Power Relations, and Lived Experience”, examines the practice of disability
assessment, which lies at the core of states’ disability/social policies. Despite extensive
international research on disability assessment practices at both comparative and national
levels, the experiences of persons undergoing assessment remain under-researched. This
study seeks to address this gap by focusing on the Greek case, where the current practice is
based on the Baremas method. Specifically, the Baremas method assigns a percentage of
disability by “translating” the loss of bodily functions or capacities due to disability or illness
into a numerical value. However, this approach is grounded in the medical model of
disability, and it stands in contrast to the rights-based approach to disability, as enshrined
in the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. The
contribution of the study unfolds on three levels: a) it foregrounds the lived experiences of
persons undergoing disability assessment; b) it explores the power relations and dynamics
that develop between disability assessment committees and persons being assessed; and c)
it contributes to the field of Disability Studies and to the international debate on disability
assessments by providing new empirical data from the Greek context. Methodologically, the
research will be based on qualitative methods, including ethnographic observation, semi-
structured interviews, and the analysis of institutional and legal documents, with the aim
of understanding disability assessment both as an institutional mechanism and as a lived
experience.
