The narcissistic personality and the industry of loneliness

In 1923, Georg Lukécs, following Marx, takes up the concept of commodity fetishism and introduces the

term “reification” (or “hypostatization”). On the one hand, he aims to understand bourgeois society and its
history as a product of human activity. On the other hand, he attempts to examine the structurally
homologous embodiments of this principle in social life. Productive human activity, labor, is subject to
reification as a process which turns quality into quantity. Labor power is transformed to a “thing” which is
owned and sold by individuals in labor market. Labor power becomes a commodity and the form of
commodity becomes the form of the social relation of production and social relations, in general. As it is



“reificated", human activity is alienated, detached from the subject’s personality and sold “freely” in order to
secure self-preservation. It is important to note that in reification, the individual loses their will and their
consciousness. Capitalist society therefore appears as an alienated totality within which consciousness is
subject to the domination of capital. This shift of theoretical interest to the consequences of the formalist
rationality of the commodity form constitutes the beginning of a critique of capitalism as "critique of
instrumental reason”, which forms the core of the Frankfurt School and the foundation of their respective
analysis of culture.We will attempt to draw from the contribution of Frankfurt School theorists in order to
situate the question of the transformation of the subject within capitalist processes of restructure. In our
project, we will approach the work of T.Adorno, M.Horkheimer and H.Marcuse in order to examine the
fields in which capitalist domination manifests itself in the Post-Fordist society of flexible accumulation in
order to highlight the subjection of the instincts to mechanisms of repulsive control, the state of unfree
subject and the processes by which the individual projects the orders of capitalist domination into their own
mind.

At the core of our research will be the narcissistic personality and the return of the individual to the "self"
and its survival to the detriment of an engagement with the commons. This return to the individual self is at
once a disengagement from politics and history. The self in modern society is fragile and fragmented
reflecting contemporary social reality. The individuals develop strategies of survival and psychical self-
improvement in order to confront the social insecurity emerging from neoliberalism. The emergence of the
narcissistic self creates what we call the industry of loneliness through investment in the self as capital. In

order to answer the question posed by Adorno “why do the masses act against their rational interests and
indulge in a self-destructive politics” (Adorno, 2000,) we will attempt a reading of the problem of the
narcissistic self and its involvement with practices of mental health through the prism of sociology in its
intertwining with psychoanalysis.
