Title of Thesis: Sociological Approach to Analytical Programs and the Education of

Linguistic Minorities in Thrace: Social Class and Social Reproduction

Abstract

The purpose of this PhD thesis is to highlight the personal opinions and experiences of
teachers, school principals, school counselors and parents with_regard to the education
of Roma and Pomak students in primary schools in Xanthi. More specifically, we will
refer to the theories of social class and social reproduction. Social class is the term that
expresses the structural effect on the social division of labor, including social relations

and forms of social practice. Starting with a historical overview of language minority



education and how Analytical Programs have affected or continue to affect it, we will
explore the situation today, after the pandemic and the distance education. The
methodology we will apply is a mixed one, involving qualitative and quantitative
methods, using semi-structured interviews and questionnaire with closed type
questions. In terms of space, urban and rural areas (town and villages) will be selected

in order to highlight the different experiences of all the actors involved.
