The impact of social media on Childhood and Education
Abstract

The thesis entitled "The Impact of Social Media on Childhood and Education" is part of the field
of Sociology of Childhood and deals with the positive and negative influence of social media on
childhood and education, examining contemporary social reality in the light of Neil Postman's
theory of the disappearance of childhood. The data collection is attempted to be carried out
through the use of quantitative and qualitative methods, with the proposed tool being brief
questionnaires and semi-structured interviews with primary school teachers and parents of 6-13
years old students. Initially, a brief literature review of the greek and international literature is
provided. In this context, definitions and delimitations regarding childhood, the traits attributed
to children and the different characteristics of social networks are listed. Then, through the
research material collected, the impact of social media on various aspects of students' everyday
life, such as their social interaction with peers and adults, their habits, their behaviours and the
image they form of themselves, their ability to concentrate and their performance in the learning
process, is studied in the context of the respective objectives. Therefore, this thesis addresses,
through a collection of parents' and teachers' views, the impact of social media on childhood as a



whole and whether their use and the chaotic maelstrom of information they contain is linked to
the theory of the disappearance of childhood.
