SUMMARY

The importance of the study for the great Greek sculptor of the avant-garde G. Sklavos, begins to be
theorized in 1976 and despite many years of studies, the entirety "Sklavos" still remains inconceivable,
as many facts from his life and great part of his work are still unknown. The effort to highlight this
difficult, if not unique, personality continues to this day and this dissertation will follow the
developmental course of his work, the tragedy, the abstraction, the historicity of this great sculptor, as
they are components of the incomprehensible, inconceivable work and complete the entirety Sklavos.
In the dissertation an attempt will be made to extend the problematic for the Sklavos to a historical-
social level and to lead to a new aesthetic theory. The study will try to answer the following questions:
What is the work and what is the phenomenon of Sklavos? What is the social content of his work?
Therefore, the aim of the research is to set the foundations for a more systematic theory from which the
social theory itself can be enriched and finally, to reconstruct a broader model under the perspective of

this entirety.
