SUMMARY

The current project aims to understand how society's trust in scientific knowledge is
constructed and deconstructed in Greece, by identifying those social and cultural determinants
or drivers that contribute to this process. These determinants in the social research of public
health and in social medicine are primarily linked to the right of equity in health, in terms of
access and lack of discrimination. However, in the present research | will use them as a
methodological tool to understand those conditions that carry, in addition to social, ideological
or other cultural characteristics and shape the society's relationship of trust with science and
scientists. The research is designed in two parts: the first concerns a certain historical context
of the phenomenon of trust/distrust or mistrust in science, focusing on the 1918-19 influenza.
The second part will bring to the fore the continuities or divergences from the past in the issue
of society's trust in the old and especially the new scientific data during the recent Covid-19
pandemic, by mapping the way in which this phenomenon is imprinted in the public sphere.
