Production of Subjectivity and Digital Sphere:
Questions in Digital Sociology
Abstract

This postdoctoral research investigates the processes of production of subjectivity in
the contemporary digital condition. It begins by exploring the changes in human
interaction and communication brought about by modern technologies. Throughout
history, the environment in that human activity takes place becomes increasingly
technologically mediated. This process of technological modification of the material
and symbolic framework that human activity is unfolding within is associated with the
capacity for managing and modelling the conditions of subjectification. Thus, the
reflection on the very process of subjectification emerges, which makes possible the
managing and modelling, not of the subjects, but of the range of potential
subjectifications. This topic is also related to the classification of forms of power from
the thought of 68 and the distinction between sovereign, disciplinary and control
societies (Foucault, Deleuze).

Starting from the recent theoretical debate on new forms and modes of impact on
subjectivity (Fuchs, Rouvroy, Virno, Zuboff, etc.), the research focuses on how
contemporary digital technologies are interwoven with the processes of
subjectification and the different concrete forms of the latter. A central question of the
research is how the changes brought about by digital technologies in the processes of
subjectification reshape and transform the way humans define themselves by
constituting their individual and collective identities. A core hypothesis is that in the
digital sphere, the processes of production of subjectivity acquire a new form which is
associated both with the power relations and the various projects of emancipation. On
one hand, the research investigates whether the contemporary digital sphere, being
scientifically and artificially designed, becomes a decisive medium for managing



social interactions and hence a fundamental aspect of contemporary forms of power.
On the other hand, the various forms of interaction with digital technologies are
examined as ways of potential subjectification in an emancipatory way.

To further examine this hypothesis, the research employs concepts such as "diagram™,
"interface”, "multitude”, "society of control™, "potentiality” etc. The theoretical part
of the project is combined with field research through which the basic theoretical
assumptions are tested and new conceptualizations emerge based on the analysis of
the empirical data.

The academic and scientific importance of the research lies in the detailed analysis of
a contemporary and complex social phenomenon, namely the processes of production
of subjectivity in the digital sphere, which is crucial for the scientific understanding of
several contemporary social issues such as political movements, new forms of power
and governmentality, self-identity, collective and project identities, social conflicts
and the like. Therefore, this postdoctoral research aims at producing a broader
epistemological and methodological framework in the field of sociology that will
serve as a tool for future theoretical studies and empirical research.
