PhD Abstract
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“Information, computation, and the metamorphoses of psychology in the 20" century.

From the scientific study of mental phenomena to artificial intelligence.”

The dissertation examines how the concepts of information and computation affected the
discipline of psychology, in order to outline the transformation of the scientific study of mental
phenomena in the 20" century.

From its establishment as an autonomous scientific field in the 19" century, psychology
qualifies as a sui generis discipline since epistemologically it is characterized by the emergence of
different and/or contradictory psychological theories concerning the study of mental phenomena.
Following this heterogeneity within the field, many historians discussed the crisis of psychology
as a generalized phenomenon characterizing the discipline from its birth. During the 20" century,
the crisis of psychology and the proposed solutions concerning the consequent theoretical and
methodological issues acquired a new character with the emergence of technoscience. In this
respect, the application of the concepts of information and computation on the study of mental
phenomena and their impact becomes prominent.

The purpose of the dissertation is: (1) to outline the poorly investigated theoretical and
practical interaction between psychology and technoscience, which is at the center of the
theoretical and technological developments of the 20" century, by demonstrating the specific
psychological theories applied by technoscience; (2) to examine the consequences of the relation
between psychology and technoscience on the transformation of psychology during 20" century;
(3) to examine the transformation of the character of the subject construed within different research
fields, as well as the contemporary intelligent subject/agent of artificial intelligence. In this respect,
historical sources will be examined, and the method of the systematic review will be applied.

The dissertation is expected to contribute to the conceptualization of the transformation of
the character of the subject in the 20" century, providing new research paths at the interface
between social sciences and technoscience, concerning issues of the social subject and social

theory.
