My research aims to problematize the contemporary definition of humanness, as it is conceived
through the interaction between humans and technology. Following the distinction between the

human and the posthuman, I will philosophically reconsider the characteristics currently constructing



the human element, studying three distinct but related fields. The first field of study is the texts and
representations of 21st-century science fiction. Through a textual approach of contemporary science
fiction, I will draw the philosophical key terms that I will further investigate through the fields of the
public sphere and the production of scientific knowledge. The second field of study concerns the
social perception of both science fiction and scientific reality as it is reflected in the public sphere.
Through the elements constructing the subjects of science fiction, I will attempt to investigate the
characteristics that compose the contemporary human subject, a subject that overcomes the modern
humanistic ideal to connect with the technology which it consumes and by which it is consumed. The
third field of study is concerned with the examination of the main contemporary science fiction
subjects through technological research and innovation. By what means science fiction revisits the
laboratory and how it affects the choices made by scientists and mechanics? Within Artificial
Intelligence laboratories, philosophical questions, as they arose from science fiction, metamorphose
into something potentially human, their immaterial nature is gradually materialized and encoded, and

the signified reconnects with the lost signifier claiming, in a sense, a “body”.
